TOMATOESO After the Salmonella scare prices have been fickle at best, this week
look for prices to rise a little. Heirloom Tomatoes now available, great quality, but a
little pricey.
ROMA TOMATOESS Excellent quality and good supply, prices are up a little
compared to last year at this time.
CHERRY TOMATOES Prices a little higher than normal. Quality on the regulat
cherry tomatoes is not very good, so we have been using a variety like red grape an
red pear cherry tomatoes, better flavor and better price.
MIXED CHERRY TOMATOES Coming from DEL CABO FARMS in Mexico,
b Very expensive, light supplies. Prices have finally started to come down
AVOCADOESS The California crop is full swing right now . It is excellent in fla-
vor with a high oil content.
APPLES The supply of apples is mainly coming from New Zealand right now,
3 with varieties of Gala, Fuji, and Granny Smith.
PINEAPPLES$Pineapple prices are through the roof right now with the main sup-
ple coming from Costa Rica and other Central American countries.
PEARS Bartlett pears gapping right now and the Bosc is rather small in size right
now. Prices remain a little on the high side until we get back to California crop
BANANASI Prices have leveled off for bananas, but they still remain a little hig
for this time of year.
GRAPES Chilean crop is at a stastlll for right now, most seedless grapes com-
ing from Central California. Champagne grapes have also started for the season
and are looking real nice.
ORANGES! California navels are done for the year and soon the crop will be
switching to Australia. Valencia Oranges are plentiful and have nice orange color,
great for juicing. We still have Tangelos, but Blood Oranges are done for the time
being.
GRAPEFRUITA Big and juicy right now, with the main supplier being California.
LEMONSA Prices are way up on lemons right now, and look to stay that way for a
few more weeks. Limes are a great buy right now, but continue to fluctuate as
usual.
MELONST Cantaloupe and Honeydew are great this time of year. Varietal melons
also filling up the market, like Galia, Sharlyn, and Santa Clause.
MANGOS and PAPAYAS Mango and Papayas good value and coming from same
area.
SEASONAL SPECIALITY FRUITKefer Lime fruit should be here soon, we also
have green figs and red currants.
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
