APPLES The supply is finally turned to California with varieties ranging from
Johnny Black Golds to Gravensteins.

PINEAPPLES$Pineapple prices are through the roof right now with the main suy
ple coming from Costa Rica and other Central American countries.

PEARS Bartlett pears are back after gapping for a few weeks right and the Bos
pears are still on the small side.

BANANASI Prices have leveled off for bananas, but they still remain a little hig
for this time of year.

GRAPES Chilean crop is at a stasdll for right now, most seedless grapes com-
ing from Central California. Champagne grapes are now done for the season.
ORANGES! California navels are done for the year and soon the crop will be
switching to Australia. Valencia Oranges are plentiful and have nice orange co
great for juicing. Honey tangerines, Murcott tangerines, and blood oranges are
coming out and we have them in stock. The Satsuma tangerines should be arr
shortly.

GRAPEFRUITA Big and juicy right now, with the main supplier being Texas. We
are now carrying a pink grapefruit as well.

LEMONSA Prices are finally leveled off and look to remain low for the next few
weeks. Limes have also dropped in price, but the quality on these two citrus frt
is very good.

MELONST Cantaloupe and Honeydew are great this time of year. Varietal mel
also filling up the market, like Galia, Sharlyn, and Santa Clause.
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MANGOS and PAPAYAS Mango and Papayas good value and coming from same

area.
