ABOUT THE FRUIT ? 2,
TOMATOESS Now tomato prices are where we like them for this time of year.
Nice, round and red. Heirloom tomatoes are very flavorful and the price is right.
ROMA TOMATOESGS Excellent quality and good supply, prices are up a little
compared to last year at this time.
CHERRY TOMATOES Prices a little higher than normal. Quality on the regula
cherry tomatoes is not very good, so we have been using a variety like red grape and
red pear cherry tomatoes, better flavor and better price.
MIXED CHERRY TOMATOES Coming from Mexico right now usually Del
Cabo label. Very colorful and tasty.
AVOCADOESS We should be seeing the California crop in the next few weeks
really start to pick up. We have a few cases in house but they are really green.
APPLES The supply is finally turned to California and we are back with Pink la
dies, Honey crisp, and Jonathan black golds
PINEAPPLES Unfortunately we are not carrying the super sweet Del Monte rigipt
now, but we do have a very sweet Dole label that has plenty of flavor.
PEARS Bartlett pears are back after gapping for a few weeks right and the Bosc
pears are still on the small si de. Be
seckel and comice varieties. We also are carrying a new variety called a forrelle.
BANANASI Prices are on the rise because of the rain in Costa Rica. Might lose
up to 10,000 hectacres of product.
GRAPES Chilean crop is at a stastlll for right now, most seedless grapes com-
ing from Central Califomia. Champagne grapes are now done for the season.
ORANGESI California navels are done for the year and soon the crop will be
switching to Australia. Valencia Oranges are plentiful and have nice orange color,
great for juicing. Honey tangerines, Page mandarins are in stock right now, but Sat-
sumas are done for the season. We should be seeing Murcott tangerines and Rixie
mandarins starting up soon.
GRAPEFRUITS Big and juicy right now, with the main supplier being Texas. We
are now carrying a pink grapefruit as well. Pomellos are in season now.
LEMONSO Prices are finally leveled off and look to remain low for the next few
weeks. Limes have also dropped in price, but the quality on these two citrus fruits
is very good.
MELONS1 Cantaloupe and Honeydew are great this time of year. Not much news
here still getting the melons from Central America. Most of the varietals are dope
for the year.
MANGOS and PAPAYAS Mangoes have been coming in very green lately and
are a little more pricey. Papayas are still originating in Hawaii and remain golden
and delicious.
SEASONAL SPECIALITY FRUITPomegranates are done for the season, but star
fruit is back. Cherries are also done for the season until Washington kicks up ir the

summer.
