We also are carrying a new variety called a forrel
BANANASI Prices are on the rise because of the rain in Costa Rica. Might los
up to 10,000 hectacres of product.

GRAPEFRUITS Big and juicy right now, with the main supplier being Texas. We
are now carrying a pink grapefruit as well. Pomellos are in season now.

LEMONSO Prices are finally leveled off and look to remain low for the next few
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weeks. Limes have also dropped in price, but the quality on these two citrus fruits

is very good.
MELONS'T Cantaloupe and Honeydew are great this time of year. Not much n
here still getting the melons from Central America.

MANGOS and PAPAYAS Mangoes have been coming in very green lately and

are a little more pricey. Papayas are still originating in Hawaii and remain golden

and delicious.
