PINEAPPLES Unfortunately we are not carrying the super sweet Del Monte right
now, but we do have a very sweet Dole label that has plenty of flavor.

We

are now carrying a pink grapefruit as well. Pomellos are in season now.

LEMONSS Pricey right now and look to stay that way for a few weeks. Limes have

also dropped in price, but the quality on these two citrus fruits is very good.
